Subject: Opposition to Waites Wharf Petition

Dear Ms. Silvia:

I would appreciate it if you would place this letter on the City Council docket, adding it to those letters
opposing the petition to raise the decibel level on an outside deck at Waites Wharf.

To the Newport City Council:

I am contacting you to voice my concerns about the proposal to extend the deck and introduce outside music on
Waites Wharf , especially at an increased decibel level. My home is on Roseneath Avenue between Wellington
and Narragansett Avenues and the amplified music emanating from the wharves--for many years, Christie's was
the prime culprit--has been an ongoing problem, waking residents in our neighborhood or making it impossible
to fall asleep. There are nights when the music from the wharves has been audible all the way to Harrison
Avenue. SInce the demise of Christie's, other establishments--in recent years, Dockside--have filled the void. Tt
is a proven fact that sound waves are intensified when they travel across the water. Voices from groups of
people on the wharves are also quite audible.

Here is an excerpt from the website of the American Boating Association
(http://www.americanboating.org/sound.asp) on the interplay between sound and water:

On calm lakes, bays, creeks, or in restricted visibility, sound carries exceptionally well. If you ever went
camping around a lake, knowledgeable campers often would tell you to keep the noise down at night, since cool
air, and a flat-water surface amplified the sound you were making, so that everyone on the lake heard you.

According to Howard Shaw, Ph. D. and Cheryl Jackson Hall, Ph. D., "Experience suggests that sound, like
light, travels (more or less) in straight lines. However, to the contrary, sound actually tends to curve downwards
over a lake's surface."

"Sound traveling along straight lines would disperse quickly into the space above the lake. Instead, sound that
"should" rise up and be lost typically curves back down to the lake/ground level. Therefore, it sounds louder
than it "should." This is a well-known and easily demonstrated observation, measurable out there on real lakes."

This article goes on to say that wave action can disrupt the sound waves. However, the water in the harbor on
warm suminer nights is still, making it the perfect vehicle for sound waves. As for restricted visibility: We are
all familiar with the fog that often sits over the harbor during the summer.

While 75, or even the current 65, decibels may not seem loud during the course of the day, at 11 PM or
midnight or 1 AM, that amplified music with its pulsing bass is exceedingly unpleasant. Add in the effects of
water and the sound is much louder. And unless you have a city official constantly monitoring the decibel

“level, it is very easy for an establishment to crank up the volume, making a bad situation even worse. Call the
police at 11 PM or midnight to complain about loud music and it is not a first priority.

Residents have worked so hard to control the noise from downtown party houses and if the City Council gives a
green light to the Waites Whatf petition, all these efforts will have been for naught. There are those who feel we
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need to be business-friendly; that residents who don't like the noise should put up or shut up--after all we choose
to live near a business district. If we don"t like it, we should move. (Please see the vigorous discussion on this
issue on newport-now.com. } But if all the hard-working locals who want a good night's sleep or a quiet night at
home were to up and move, then I fear many neighborhoods now peopled by year-round residents would
become rentals or summer party houses and stand empty all winter long. And many businesses would stand
empty during the winter with no one to support them. I believe in being business-friendly. I support local
businesses. I respect the owners of these businesses. But it is time for certain business owners to respect the
people who live near their establishments. It is time for the city of Newport to stand up for people who don't
want to listen to loud music in their homes. Just because something is allowed doesn't make it right. If you give
the okay to this petition, a precedent will be set. Before long, more establishments will ask to crank up the
music,

Waites Whatf is in the middle of and near densely populated residential neighborhoods. To approve this petition
will have an extremely negative impact on the quality of life for those people who live near lower Thames
Street or near Wellington Avenue and beyond in the Fifth Ward. Not everyone wants to stay up on weekend
nights until 1 AM. There are families with small children; elderly people; people who are ill; people who have
~had a tough week at work and just want to rest; and people who actually have to go to work on weekends. In
addition, there are bed and breakfasts situated in the Waites Wharf area. How will the increased noise affect the
owners of those businesses whose patrons, I suspect, may occasionally want a good night's sleep?

If the city ordinance allows amplified outdoor music at whatever decibel level, then perhaps it is time to change
the ordinance. (Perhaps prohibit amplified music outdoors? Or turn the decibel level down to 55 and prohibit
outdoor music after 10 or 11 PM?) The question is: What do we want Newport to be? I doubt that Waites Wharf
is going to attract families or sophisticated visitors, I fear it is slated to become the go-to place for the party-
house gangs who want to get drunk and then loudly return to their rentals on the side streets along lower
Thames Street and in the Fifth Ward at 1 or 2 or 3 AM, waking all the residents. I hope I am wrong.

Again, I urge the City Council to turn this petition down and support the residents of Newport.

Newport-Now's poll on this issue, as of this writing, shows that 84% of respondents oppose raising the decibel
levels on Waites Wharf versus 14% who favor this, A total of 111 votes vs. 19.

The applications by The Deck and Riptides to increase the allowable evening
noise leveis from 65 to 75 decibeis for the water facing side of the
restaurants/bars and the Boat Dockside 10 expand its outdoor entertainmiernt area
are of considerabie concern to the Alliance for a Livable Newport.

in 2008, ALN hosted a well-aitended public forum on the topic of downtown
nioise. The Deck, with its history of zoring violations and its attractiveness to
drunien, noisy crowds, was of particular concern, not only to immediate
residents and Inn owners, but aiso to residents whose homes line residential
streets runriing from Thames to Bellevue Avenue.

According to information published in the Newport Daily News, the three
restaurant/bar businesses are focated close to one another at Waile®s Whart,
and have a combined seating capacity of 500. The Deck has an additional
capacity of 200 inside, under a tent and on the patio. This means that on a
typical summer evening and night, 700 patrons can wedge into the three venues
at Waite’s Wharf, Each establishment is presently permitied to generate sound
ieveis that, combined, may not exceed 65 decibels. Does the “business need” to
do this, if any, outweigh the freedom of many residents to enjoy their
properties? '

And what of the residents and businesses trying to enjoy a quiet evening in the
harbor? Music biasted from Waites Wharf reverberates not only up the hill, but
even more ioudiy across the harbor, disturbing those in more sedate restauranis
and those attempiing 1o use their boats for relaxation on a weekend evening,
Newport”s harbor is its best economic differentiator, Does it make economic

* sense to aliow one cluster of bar/restaurants 1o create misery for many
permarnient residents and annual vigitors?

The appiicants would like to be treated by thie Council as any other barg in
town. But the facts are that these three businesses, in this iocation, present a
nnique set of circumstances - their size, mumber of patrons, and history of past



ordinance violations. In 1994 The West Deck, then the only bar on Waites
Wharf, was granted an entertainment license only after a long, protracted
negotiation. Does it make sense to undermine a reasonable compromise
worked out between a business and the many residents who are impacted by the
effects of running that business?

Times Have chariged but hurman concetrs remain the same: “Is it fair? Is it
appropriate?” We request Council members give serious thought to the daily
itves and weifare of residents and visttors using Newport Harbor, We urge the
Counail to voie “ro™ 1o these applications.

Please submit this correspondence for record in the appropriate file for inclusion at the public hearings
scheduled for February 8, 2012. 1 further request that in the event these hearings are deferred, that this
correspondence be included in any future hearings on this matter.

Dear Mr. Mayor and Council Members:

As owner of a condominium at 16 Coddington Wharf, a property located within a 200’ radius of properties
located at 1 Waites Wharf and at 25 Waites Wharf, Unit A and Unit B, I am registering my opposition to any
proposed changes to the outdoor entertainment usage on the pier at 25 Waites Wharf Unit B and to increase the
maximum decibel levels permitted at properties located at 1 Waite’s Wharf, 25 Waite’s Wharf, Unit B, and 25
Waite’s Wharf, Unit A.

As a property owner, voter and full time resident of Coddington Wharf for the past 12 years, I made my
decision to live in this neighborhood based on the quality of life it offered. This included a noise restriction of
65 decibels at the aforementioned properties on Waites Wharf. The current 65 decibel limits have been in place
the entire time I have lived on Coddington Wharf and I am opposed to granting the businesses on Waites Wharf
an opportunity to create further noise and disruption in our neighborhood. When the city allowed Coddington
and Waits Wharf area to be developed into a mixed residential, business and entertainment zone, it wisely set
some limits on the noise that would be permitted adjoining an established residential neighborhood that
represents tens of millions of dollars in residential real estate valuation, and taxes that are paid by the owners of
these properties. It would be unfair for the city to change the noise levels in the aforementioned areas of Waites
Wharf when it would adversely affect the quality of life that the residents have there at present. 1 have been
awakened from my sleep on numerous occasions from noise at the aforementioned properties on Waites Wharf
with the current 65 decibel level limit and cannot imagine sleeping through an increased level of noise there.

The current restraints on outdoor entertainment and the noise levels on Waites Wharf should be further
diminished if changes are contemplated, but any increase would be a terrible affront to the residents of the
neighborhood that the city was happy to see created on the waterfront. A number of properties in the
-neighborhood are currently undergoing millions of dollars in renovations to maintain and enhance the beauty,
-charm and valuations of our neighborhood, so I request that the city council and mayor not change the current
deal of a 65 db limit to accomodate the needs of the business community on Waites Wharf and the residents of
Coddington Wharf. The current 65 decibel limit represents a compromise reached by the city years ago to
address the conflicting interest of the owners of the property on Waites Wharf and the residents of Coddington
Wharf. While it has not been ideal all of the time, it has enabled the businesses on Waites Whart to exist side
by side with the residents on Coddington Wharf. Any changes at this point would destroy the uneasy balance
that has existed for years here and create a new set of problems for our neighborhood.
I join my neighbors in objecting to all three requests and ask the city council and mayor not to further infringe
on our right to the quiet enjoyment of our properties and the rights of residents in the area to the reasonable
quiet enjoyment of our homes, whether they are rented or owned by the residents. Please leave well enough
alone, refrain from changing the existing 65 decibel compromise and though not everyone will be happy with

the compromise it has kept relative peace between the waterfront residents and businesses.

Dear Sir/Madam:

This office represents the Coddington Landing Condominium Association (the
“Association™) in connection with the hearings scheduled for February 8, 2012 in
connection with the applications of @ The Deck, LLC d/b/a @ The Deck, and Dockside
North, LLC d/b/a Riptides, to increase the maximum allowable decibel levels for their
licenses from 65 decibels to 75 decibels, and in connection with the application of
Waite’s Wharf Grille, LI.C d/b/a The Boat Dockside, to expand its outdoor
entertainment license to a 30’ by 90’ outdoor pier. As you are aware, there has been
considerable tension between the residential condominiums at Coddington Landing and
the adjacent commercial establishments over the years, with the Association and
individual condominium owners consistently objecting to the expansion of the adjacent
commercial establishments based on the constant noise and other disruptions experienced
by the residents at Coddington Landing that have adversely impacted the residents’
ability to peacefully enjoy their condominiums during the summer months.

When the Association reccived these latest applications, it decided to take a different tact
with the adjacent commercial establishments, who we contacted to offer to attempt to

work togcther to allow those establishments to operate in a reasonable and profitable
manner, and to attempt to address the concerns of the Coddington Landing residents.
While we have not finalized the details of our contemplated long-term agreement to work
together cooperatively in the future, we have made significant progress in identifying the
issues, and both sides have agreed to work together to address specific problems to the
extent commercially practicable and feasible to the parties and in a manner which should
improve conditions for the Coddington Landing residents, while at the same time
allowing the commercial establishments to operate in a reasonable and successful
manner.

In light of the progress being made, and in light of the goodfaith efforts presently being
made by both parties to address a number of issues prior to the new summer season, we
have reached the following understandings:

1. The applications of @ The Deck, LLC d/b/a @ The Deck and Dockside Notth,
LLC d/b/a Riptides, to increase the allowable decibel levels from 65 decibels
to 75 decibels, will be withdrawn at this time. Hopefully, our final agreement
will sufficiently address the sound-level issues so that those applications will
not need to be pursued. To the extent the commercial establishments do pursue
those applications in the future, the Association of course reserves the right to
object to them. But our contemplated long-term agreement will provide for
direct communications between the Association and a “point-person” for the
commercial establishments at times of complaints of “excessive” noise, which
we hope will adequately address the issue, and which will hopefully make it
unnecessary for complaints to be filed with the City Police Department and
other City officials.

2. The Association will not object to the application of Waite’s Whatf Grille,
LLC d/b/a The Boat Dockside to expand its outdoor entertainment license,
with the understanding that the City will limit the license to include the
stipulations that music speakers will not be placed in the direction toward
Coddington Landing, and that live musical entertainment will not exceed a
three-piece band without the prior consent of the Association.

3. Coddington Landing will timely submit a letter to State Coastal Resources
Management Council that it does not object to a proposed expansion of the
wooden deck at the @ The Deck Restaurant/Nightclub as filed with the State
Coastal Resources Management Council. :

As mentioned above, the Association and the adjacent commercial establishments have
agreed to work together to attempt to reach a final cooperative long-term agreement
covering a number of issues, including but not limited to the following:
(a) An acoustical engineer will be engaged to attempt to come up with specific
steps to limit the noise levels at the Coddington Landing condominiums, which

will include specific recommended steps to be taken both at the adjacent
establishments and at the condominium property to limit the noise intrusion to
the Coddington Landing property.

(b) The adjacent commercial establishments will increase security, especially on
weekend nights at “closing time”. Also, we will work together to request
further assistance from the City of Newport in this regard, with the City
specifically being asked to provide additional police assistance at closing time.

(c) Tents on the deck at the @ The Deck Restaurant/Nightclub will be considered,
which may limit noise intrusion and may work well with the @ The Deck’s
business plans.

(d) All amplified music will be “directed” away from Coddington Landing at all
venues.

(e) Odor/smoke control will be considered for the outdoor and indoor cooking
areas,

() Sound deadening will be considered for the outside compressor motors for the
refrigeration units near the Coddington Landing property.

(g) The parties will discuss cost sharing arrangements for all of the above.

We are cautiously optimistic that this new spirit of cooperation between the Association
and the adjacent commercial establishments will benefit all parties concerned, and
therefore benefit the City of Newport, and the Association and the adjacent commercial
establishments are hopeful that the actions contemplated herein will result in the quality
of life at Coddington Landing not being adversely impacted by the adjacent commercial
establishments’ licensed activities. It should be noted that while these arrangements are
being negotiated by the Association with the authority of its Board, we cannot necessarily
control the rights of individual condominium owners to express their opinions, object to
any application, or file complaints. However, the Association will be advising each
resident of the Association’s position on these matters, and we are hopeful that the
residents will follow the Association’s approach to address any issues in the future
related to these matters in a cooperative manner so long as conditions have improved.

Waite’s Wharf Entertainment Licenses

Background:

Three applications for licensing at Waite's Wharf have been tabled by Council to the February 22, 2012
meeting. The tabling of these applications was to provide an opportunity for the business owner and
the abutters to work toward a compromise that all could support. To this end, a proposed compromise
between the license applicant and the Coddington Condominium Association was submitted to the city
on February 8, 2012. Council then referred this information to staff for their review and input.

Analysis:

The proposed agreement is between two parties and it should be noted there are other concerned
residents that are not part of this compromise. That being said, staff applaudes the parties involved in
working together for the benefit of all parties. The February 8" correspondence is very general in
nature. It does not clearly describe the directional placement of the speakers, define the use of
increased security or the method to be used in determining or processing legitimacy of complaints.
Enforcement of such an agreement should be acknowledged to be a civil agreement and the expectation
of enforcement by the City should be understood to he beyond the scope of such a civil agreement. For
example; the City can not guarantee further assistance or additional assistance at closing time.

Recommendation:

Staff understands the requests to increase decibel level are heing withdrawn. We concur with that
action.

Should Council wish to grant the outdoor entertainment license, staff recommends this approval not be
endorsed or conditioned on the proposed civil agreement between Waites Wharf and the Coddington

Landing Condominium Association.

Farmers Market Ordinance Amendment Request

Background:

At the Council meeting on February 8, 2012, the Newport City Council received correspondence
from Becky Hanos requesting to have Section 5.46 of the Codified Ordinances amended. The
amendment requested permission for farmers markets to be licensed on premises that hold Class
D alcoholic beverage licenses. Council directed staff to review the request and provide a report
to Council at their February 22nd meeting.

Analysis;

Section 5.46.060 of the Municipal Code states, “Farmers’ markets shall be permitted only in
those locations where the sale of items primarily at retail is a permitted use, pursuant to the
provisions of the zoning ordinance of the City™.

The Elks Lodge #104 property located at the corner of Bellevue and Pelham Street is located in
an R-10 zone which does not permit such land uses.

The requested amendment to Section 5.46.060 would conflict with the permitted land uses of the
zoning code.

Recommendation:

The request to have a farmers market at the Elk Lodge site should be made either via a request to
amend the zoning code, a variance request, or through the application for a special event license.

I would recommend proceeding on this matter via a special event license: Chapter 5.70 in the
Newport Codified Ordinance.

Recommend that the City Council award a contract to Hay Group for the actuarial valuations of the police pension plan,
fire pension plan and OPEB Trust for the valuation dates of July 1, 2012, July 1, 2013 and July 1, 2014; an experience
study of the police and fire pension plans as required by the State of Rhode Island and to provide such other services as
may be requested for the period beginning as of February 15, 2012 through December 31, 2014. The fee for the pension
and OPEB valuations and the experience study shall not exceed $95,000 and the hourly rates for additional services shall
be as stated in the proposal.

BACKGROUND AND FINDINGS:

The City issued an RFP for actuarial services for the City of Newport for the pension and OPEB valuations as of July I,
2012, July 1, 2013, July 1, 2014; for a pension experience study due to the State of Rhode Island by April 1, 2012; and
such other actuarial services as may be needed. Five responses were received and all of the firms are qualified to
perform the services. One firm has less experience than the others and one firm is located in Indianapolis and charges
for travel. Three of the responders were selected for interview. Hay Group is the low bidder of the three firms
interviewed. The City often has need of actuarial services outside of the valuations. This includes information for
contract negotiations, testimony at arbitrations, analysis of changes and proposals and public meetings. Hourly rates
wete requested for these types of services. The hourly rates for Hay Group range from $302 - $550 depending on the
staff level of the people performing the work,

Tractor for to “Tom’s Lawn & Garden Equipment, Inc.” of Portsmouth, RI. The bid includes one (1) John Deere 5085M
Utility Tractor with standard options, Goodyear 11.2x24 tires and a floating pallet fork at a cost of $58,462.06, minus a
$15,000 credit for one (1) trade in of the current tractor 2004Kubota M68 Tractor for a total cost of $43,462.06

BACKGROUND AND FINDINGS:

The current utility tractor’s internal parts are corroding from its daily use in a saltwater environment, and service time
and funds for maintenance and repair increase with every malfimction. The tractor is used on a daily basis at Easton’s
Beach to make the beach presentable by grading sand, and using attachments such as the Barber Landscape Rake and
York Rake to groom the beach of trash, shells and seaweed. The tractor is also used at King Park Beach and Bailey’s
Beach East approximately twice a week for grooming and grading of the sand,

Easton’s Beach is used by residents and visitors to the City on a daily basis during the peak season of Memorial Day
through Labor Day. Parking at the beach is a significant source of revenue for the City of Newport and the primary
revenue source for the Beach Enterprise Fund. This request is part of the Equipment Replacement Schedule that was
established during the FY'12 Budget cycle for Easton’s Beach.
